Guidelines for Student Trips 

 
Standards for Approval 
 
• Contests/activities must be approved by the IHSA or meet the guidelines established by the 

National Association of Secondary School Principals in its publication: “National Advisory 
List of Approved Student Contests and Activities” 

 
• Contests/activities must comply with the provisions of Board Policy 7230: Student Trips 
 
• Any student trips resulting from a state, contiguous state, or national competition must be 

pre-approved by the school administration 
 
• Entry fees, registration, judging and/or officiating will be paid by the school district 
 
• Expenses for students on free/reduced lunch will be handled in accordance with Board Policy 

8170: Student Aid for Students Unable to Purchase Textbooks and Other Items Necessary for 
Their Education 

 
Local (Within Cook or Contiguous Counties) 
 
• The school district will provide transportation 
 
• Meals and lodging will be provided by the students, parents, or sponsoring organization 

through fundraising activities 
 
 
State/Contiguous State 
 
• The school district will provide transportation and lodging 
 
• Meals will be provided by the students, parents, or sponsoring organization through 

fundraising activities 
 
National 
 
• The school district will provide 75% of the transportation and lodging expenses 
 
• Meals and the remaining 25% of transportation expenses will be provided by the students, 

parents, or sponsoring organization through fundraising activities 
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
